1. The organizing authority for this Regatta is the Chautauqua Lake Yacht Club (CLYC), 43 E. Lake St. 
Lakewood, NY 14750 

2. The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2021-2023 Rules of Sailing (RRS), 
the National Class E Sloop Association (NCESA) and the Eastern Class E Sloop Association (ECESA) 

3. The Regatta shall be open to all Class E Sloops that meet the rules in #2, who have properly completed 
registration and measurement requirements and have a class sticker affixed to the stern of their boat. 

4. Entry may be made on www.yachtscoring.com  
5. Entry fee for registration on or before July 5, 2021, for a boat whose skipper is born on or before 

August 5, 1996 is $325 or $250 for boats whose skipper is born on or after August 5, 1996. Entry fees 
must be received on registration web site by July 5, 2021 to receive standard rate.  
Entry fees received after July 5, 2021 will be $375 for boats whose skipper is born before August 5, 
1996 and $275 for boats whose skipper is born on or after August 5, 1996. All skippers must be Regular 
members of NCESA and need to join before the regatta at www.e-scow.org.   Meal/Social package 
includes 3 Breakfasts, 3 lunches, Friday night dinner and Saturday Banquet will and will  be available  
on line for purchase soon.

Number of Races  

Seven (7) races are scheduled. The completion of (3) races constitutes a Regatta. No warning signal will be made 

after 13:30 on Sunday, August 8 unless there have been only 2 races completed, in which case the time for the 

last warning signal will be extended to no later than 15:00. If six (6) races are completed, each boat series score 

shall be the total excluding her worst race. This changes RRS A2.1 

 

1. Measurement will take place during check-in time at CLYC. Boats not having weight sticker or lead seal 
are not eligible to compete until they been weighed and weights sealed prior to launch. If conditions 
are not deemed acceptable by Class Measurer, no weigh-in will occur. 

2. Sailing Instructions will be available on-line no later than August 5, 2021 and at check-in.  
3. Sailing will be in the navigable waters of the eastern basin of Chautauqua Lake.  
4. Courses sailed will be generally windward/leeward. Course diagrams will be provided in the sailing 

instructions. 
5. RRS 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turn Penalty is replaced by a one-turn penalty. 
6. Scoring will be RRS A4 low point system 
7. The RC will communicate on VHF Channel 69. Failure to hear a RC transmission shall not constitute 

grounds for redress. Notification of course changes after the start may be broadcast by the RC in 
addition to the signals.  

8. Awards will be Top 5 Skippers and Crews, top vintage boat skipper, top rookie, and top master. 
Master is a skipper whose age is 65 or greater prior to August 5, 2020. 

9. Required Safety Equipment: 

• Personal Flotation device for each crew member 

• Throwable device 

• Tow line  

• Flotation panels  

• Anchor
